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The Volunteer Service  Award  recognizes an individual or group who:
1. Personifies the importance of volunteerism in the context of hospice and palliative care as viewed by the volunteer coordinator;

2. Demonstrates, to those with whom he/she works, a thorough understanding of the role(s) of the volunteer;

3. Participates with enthusiasm in volunteer training exercises; and

4. Serves as an effective ambassador on behalf of hospice and palliative care.
